MINUTES OF A REMOTE  MEETING OF  FARNHILL  PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD ON THE  28TH JANUARY  2021 AT 7.30PM

174/20  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
A member of the public informed the Parish Council that he had, with the permission of the residents of Farnhill Hall  repaired the oak gate for the stile at the top of the footpath from between Farnhill Hall & Farnhill Manor to Milking Hill Canal Bridge. He said that due to increased use of the footpath combined with all the wet weather the top part of the footpath was in a very bad state and was about 4” deep in mud. He asked the Parish Council if they would consider making funds available to purchase some hard-core to remediate the top section if permission was granted by the landowner. The price of the hard-core would be approx. £400.00 delivered. The Parish Council thought it was a good idea in principle and would look into what we could do and how to do it. The Clerk to write to the landowner to see if he will give his permission and get some advice on how to go about carrying out the work without incurring liabilities.

179/20 APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE REMOTE MEETINGS HELD ON  THE 17TH & 29TH DECEMBER 2020
The minutes of the meetings held on the 17th & 29th December 2020 were approved by the Council and will be signed by the Chairman at a later date.

 180/20 UPDATE FROM CDC DISTRICT REPRESENTATIVE COUNC A BROWN

CDC Representative Counc A Brown updated the Parish Council with Covid No’s which were at 500cases per 100,000 and had gone down to 200cases in 100,000 in a week and were now down to 149 in 100,000 today. Bradford had been below us 2-3 weeks ago but are now above us, Pendle had had 800cases per 100,000 but was now down to 149. He also reported that a Planning Review was under way after the outcome of a review where another Council came in to review the department and that it should have a positive effect.
The proposal for 7 houses at Kildwick stated the trees would not be cut below a certain height but the Planning Officer said it was okay to remove the trees so enforcement will not take place.

Full Council will take place this week when the Engine Shed Lane Reorganization will be discussed. The Minister is going ahead with the Government Reorganization but not sure which one yet. A Consultation will take place in February, but the full public will not be invited. The elections will take place in 2022 and the old Council will not leave power for another two years.
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CDC & NYCC Representative Counc P Mulligan reported that the Covid Rate had dropped and the return to school was set to be the 8th March if everything goes to plan, but he stated that people must not let their guard down and must be vigilant. He stated that during the first lockdown there was only 18% of the usual traffic on the roads but during the second lockdown there was 40%.
There is very significant financial pressure on the Councils at the moment and CDC rely on fees & charges which are reduced at the moment and have paid out a lot through furlough but the government have helped and they have managed to keep their part of the Council Tax rise to £5.00 per year extra due to good management.
NYCC get the majority of the Council Tax and they have raised their part by 3.49%. There is more pressure on the mental health with more people suffering. Vaccination supplies are coming erratically and are being prioritized.

183/20 HIGHWAYS 
Area 5 have confirmed that all the locations for grit bins in the village have been added to their schedule for replenishment.  The Parish Council has been informed of a Road Closure for Kildwick Bridge (Notification 28316 A629 Kildwick Bridge). The Closure will be in place for a period of 26 nights between the 25th January 2021 & 19th February 2021.
Some of the residents of Langkirk Close have complained about lack of Parking Space outside their homes and after contacting CDC they say they fully appreciate the issues, however they are unable to create any additional spaces on their sites at Farnhill at this moment in time. Bucklar Hill is currently in the initial feasibility stages of a potential development and the land they own at Langkirk is leased to a Housing Association. But they will raise the parking issues with the Housing Association to see if they can do anything to assist their residents. Stonewater have asked that in the first instance can we let them have a rough proposal of how we would like to see the parking and they will pick it up from there. The Parish Council to meet at Langkirk to discuss a suitable proposal and the Chairman to draft a plan and letter to be approved by the Council  and sent to residents of Langkirk for their  before submitting to Stonewater.
184/20  PLAY AREA

The Clerk has had no response from ROSPA regarding the Play Area Inspection & Report. She will contact them again to say that we need a response or we may have to escalate our actions. The Parish Council resolved to continue with the lease at the Play Area at the same price as we have been paying. Clerk to inform CDC.

The Parish Council have received a quote for the repairs to the Play Area & a value for Insurance purposes of what it would cost to replace the equipment & surfacing. Clerk to inform the Insurance Company of the value and to get another quote for the equipment. CDC have informed the Parish Council that they have public liability insurance in place for the wall at the rear of the Play Area.
